Poe’s Life


     From 1838 to 1942, Edgar Allan Poe lived in Philadelphia.. These were among the most productive and happiest years of Poe’s often troubled life. During this period he worked as an editor for two magazines: Burton’s Gentleman’s Magazine and Graham’s Magazine. Poe lived at a home at 7th and Spring Garden streets in 1843 to 1844 and there he wrote a majority of his most influential short stories.

     The author of one of the most famous and quoted narrative poems in the world, “The Raven,” Poe was also the creator of the classic gothic short stories. “The Tell-Tale Heart,” “The Black Cat,” “The Murders in the Rue Morgue,” “The Fall of the House of Usher,” “The Masque of the Read Death,” and “The Pit and the Pendulum” are stories that remain part of the Language Arts curriculum and once read, are never forgotten.

    Today, nearly 200 years after his birth, Edgar Allan Poe clearly remains the preeminent literary master of the macabre and, by far one of our nation’s most original, versatile, and hauntingly unforgettable writers ever. Poe’s fascinating and spine chilling short stories and lyrically distinct poems are among the most consistently and widely read and enjoyed literature in our country–especially among young adults.


      In his own inimitable and uncopyable manner, Poe revolutionized not only America’s Literature, but the world’s as well. The French symbolist poet, Charles Baudelaire, said that every night before he went to bed he prayed to God and Edgar Allan Poe. 


      One of the earliest American practitioners and an ingenious author of short Stories, Poe is credited as being the inventor of detective-fiction and an early contributor to the science fiction genre.  Poe is noted as a superb and highly memorable poet as well as an excellent literary critic, literary theorist, and the first well-known full-time American writer.
